The Village of Jackson 2020 Building Permit Fee Schedule is attached for your review. 
There are no changes proposed for general permit fees, plan review fees, occupancy 
permits, etc.  
 
 
The only notable changes to the Fee Schedule are listed below:  
 

1.  The addition of item 11) D intended to better clarify the plan review fee   
 requirement for accessory structures. 

 
2. The addition of items 17) A-B relating to fees for address numbers and brackets. 

Previously, only the fees for a full set of address numbers were codified. This 
changes that to also list the fees for individual tiles and brackets. 
 

3. The addition of “sidewalks” under item 17) H. 
 

4. Miscellaneous formatting changes.
